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If satisfied with the conduct
of the investigation, the Authority
provides its satisfaction statement
(to AG [if criminal allegations
have been made], Chief
Officer, Deputy Chief Officer,
Complainant and Officer
who is subject to the complaint). If
the Authority is not satisfied, a
letter specifying aspects with which
the investigation has not been
conducted to its satisfaction will be
sent to the AG, Chief Officer
and Deputy Chief Officer.

All cases are reviewed
by SOJP and JPCA with a
view to implementing
changes to working practices
and learning lessons.
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
